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HIGHLIGHTS

ISO 9001:2000 Certification
This spring the CCES was certified
compliant with ISO 9001:2000. The
CCES has maintained International
Standards Organization (ISO)
certification for its doping control
program since 2000, and is proud to
expand the scope of its quality system
to the rest of the organization.

Strong public voice

CCES continued to have a strong
public voice through a variety of media
outlets. More than 123 inquiries were
received from media requesting CCES
comment on such topics as the testing
of NHL players before the Olympics,
steroid use among youth, and the
trend of athletes being offered
citizenship in exchange for medals.
Twenty-two media releases were
distributed to report on doping control
statistics, new board members, and
anti-doping rule violations, and 11
advisory notes were issued, notably to
clarify doping control issues at
upcoming major games to the sport
community.

Doping Control

2005-2006 was a remarkable year for
Canada’s doping control program.
Over the course of the 12 months the
CCES helped Canadian athletes
prepare for doping control at four
major games around the world, and
took a lead role for two major
competitions held here in Canada. A
total of 3,232 tests were performed,
including a record 2,197 domestic
tests. Fourteen anti-doping rule
violations were reported in the
domestic program, a 0.6% positive
rate.

National services

When Canada hosted the XI FINA
World Championships in Montreal in
July 2005, the CCES was on site to
manage doping control at this major
aquatics event. The focus was on
education at the 2005 Canada Games
in Regina: the CCES Athlete Outreach
staff spoke to over 1,800 developing
athletes about doping control
responsibilities and ethical sport.

Reasons to Believe Survey

A new survey, released in collaboration
with the True Sport Foundation,
showed continued public confidence
in sport’s ability to positively influence
youth, and provided important
benchmark data for tracking future
progress. This data reinforces the
CCES’ widely cited 2002 Public
Opinion Survey on Youth in Sport,
which revealed the potential of sport
to build character and community.

Technology

The CCES is an early leader in two new
global technology initiatives in the
realm of anti-doping. UK Sport and
the CCES partnered to launch the
Global Drug Information Database
(DID™) in November. This is a major
step forward in providing Canadian
and United Kingdom athletes with
easy and immediate access, 24 hours a
day, to substance inquiries through
online technology.

The CCES also became the first
national anti-doping organization
worldwide to adopt ADAMS, the Anti-
Doping Administration and
Management System developed by the
World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) to
help Code-compliant organizations
manage their anti-doping programs.



International

CCES staff played significant roles at
major games all over the world. In
October, two staff members helped
manage the testing and trained the
Doping Control Officers (DCOs) for the
Francophonie Games in Niger. A CCES
employee was sent to the Turin
Olympic Games in February as an
observer for the Vancouver Organizing
Committee for the 2010 Olympic and
Paralympic Winter Games (VANOQ),
and in March, another participated in
the WADA Independent Observer
program for the Paralympics in Turin.
In March, the CCES seconded two staff
members to the Commonwealth
Games doping control team in
Melbourne.

Pre-Games Policy

There were a record number of major
international games over the past year:
Francophonie, Olympics, Paralympics
and Commonwealth Games. The CCES
Pre-Games Policy, which attempts to
reach all athletes selected to
participate at a major games with
testing and education, was in effect
for most of the year.

E-learning

Recognizing that education is a critical
part of an anti-doping program, the
CCES’ strength in technology has once
again played a vital role in meeting
objectives. The CCES developed an e-
learning pilot project which was
offered to participants selected for all
four major games. CCES is currently
working on plans for a permanent e-
learning program scheduled to launch
in November 2006.

BodySense

The Ontario Trillium Foundation
continued to fund the BodySense
program, which raises awareness and
communicates practical information

around positive body image and the
prevention of disordered eating. Six
Ontario sport organizations are
involved in the program.

DCO Training

The CCES’ ISO-certified sample
collection procedures are implemented
in the field by a group of about 60
certified DCOs. A full DCO Certification
Workshop was held in Ottawa in the
fall of 2005 to solidify DCOs'’
understanding of the procedures. This
strength was recognized
internationally this year as well, when
the CCES was asked to train DCOs
working for other organizations. In
November 2005, CCES staff trained 10
local physicians to function as DCOs
prior to the Francophonie Games in
Niger. In February, CCES staff trained
DCOs for the Caribbean Regional Anti-
Doping Organization in Grenada.

Proud Member of the
True Sport Movement

The CCES’ energetic commitment to
and support of the True Sport
Movement continued to show results
this year. Through CCES efforts,
communities, schools, organizations,
and individuals were able to join the
movement by declaring their support
online. A new Community Action Kit
published and distributed by the CCES
has also inspired new members of the
movement.

Bell Canada Sponsorship

Bell has committed its support of the
CCES' efforts in the True Sport
Movement for the second year,
including a million-dollar community
sport fund administered by the CCES,
a volunteer fund for Bell employees,
and support for the Bell True Sport
Community Award. Last year 152
grants totalling $1,000,000 were
awarded to community sport groups.

Our doping control program conducted a
record 2,197 tests domestically and CCES St i il s s man

helped prepare our athletes for four major
international sporting events. Through our MO CCES:C

pre-games education and testing policy,
Canadian athletes were better informed about their rights and responsibilities
with respect to anti-doping and, in turn, their right to compete on a level playing
field was better protected.

Our work internationally is first and foremost pursued on behalf of our Canadian
athletes and their right to compete in clean, safe and fair sport when competing
outside of Canada. With this purpose in mind, the CCES continued to provide
leadership within the Association of National Anti Doping Organizations (ANADO)
and to provide expert advice on a range of doping issues to the World Anti-
Doping Agency, the International Anti-Doping Arrangement, and the Council of
Europe. Through our Doping Control Officer (DCO) certification workshops we
trained DCOs in the Caribbean and Africa this past year, further contributing to
ANADOQ'’s objective under the World Anti-Doping Program of establishing a



worldwide network of qualified national anti-doping organizations capable of providing professional and reliable anti-doping
services to the international sport community.

The True Sport Strategy is a Canadian initiative to encourage ethical sport in communities across the country. True Sport is the
Movement for good community sport in Canada and the CCES is proud to have been able to contribute to its growth in a
number of important ways over the past year. Our participation on the Strategy Steering Committee, as a partner with all
levels of government, with the Coaching Association of Canada, the Canadian Olympic Committee, and representatives from
our national sport governing bodies, has helped shape the way forward for the True Sport Strategy. Over 50 communities
became True Sport Communities this past year.

These and the many other initiatives described throughout this annual report are a reflection of the hard work of our
dedicated staff. Our accomplishments over the past year are directly attributable to our staff’s commitment to ethical sport
and professional excellence. We thank them for the countless hours they have devoted to making sport better and for the
positive and uplifting sense of purpose they bring to their work on a daily basis.

We are also enormously indebted to our gold standard Board of Directors. The CCES is extremely fortunate to have such a
talented group of individuals who have given so freely of their time to provide inspired leadership and sage guidance to our
work.

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Policy and Program

Canada’s domestic doping control program is governed by the Canadian Anti-
Doping Program (CADP), which is fully compliant with the World Anti-Doping
Code and International Standards.

During the April 1, 2005 to March 31, 2006 fiscal period, the CCES conducted
3,232 doping control tests, 2,635 of these tests on Canadian athletes. A record
2,197 tests were conducted within the domestic program, a 29% increase over

The CCES also carried out 219 tests for the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA)
and 28 tests on behalf of other anti-doping organizations and international
federations. The CCES maintains reciprocal testing agreements with the United
States Anti-Doping Agency (USADA) and the Australian Sports Anti-Doping
Authority (ASADA).

A further 133 tests were provided on a fee-for-service contract basis for other
organizations. A highlight in this area was the successful relationship between the
CCES and the Quebec Midget AAA Development Hockey League as well as the
Quebec Major Junior Hockey League. The CCES held education seminars and
conducted a total of 60 fee-for-service tests for these organizations.

The CCES Pre-Games Policy was in effect for most of the year, a program intended
to provide heightened awareness of doping control in the lead-up to international
competitions. Athletes going to the Francophonie Games in Niger, the Olympic
and Paralympic Games in Italy, and the Commonwealth Games in Australia were
offered education seminars and subject to targeted testing. Approximately 90%
of the Canadian Olympic and Paralympic teams were reached through this
program.

Version 4.0 of the CADP, in effect since November 15, 2005, added clarifications
of existing provisions and links to detailed guidelines. Prescheduled Competition
Testing Guidelines were issued to facilitate coordination between the CCES and
sport organizations of in-competition testing. Athlete Whereabouts Program
Guidelines set out the roles and responsibilities of athletes, sport organizations,
Doping Control Officers (DCOs) and the CCES around athlete whereabouts.

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Doping Control Officer Training

The CCES held its 2005 DCO Certification Workshop in
November 2005 in Ottawa. The 45 active DCOs received a
new edition of the DCO Manual, attended presentations on
doping control procedures, and engaged in hands-on
activities to learn best practices for sample collection.
Workshops are held to re-certify all DCOs every two years,
with the next one scheduled for November 2007.

The CCES has also held two regional DCO training
workshops to increase the number of DCOs across the
country. Seven new DCOs were trained in Vancouver in
Feburary, and seven in Ottawa in March. These workshops
added coverage in Vancouver, Calgary, Saskatoon, London,
Hamilton, Toronto, Ottawa, Fredericton and Halifax.

A new Doping Control Officer Advisory Committee will act
as an interface between the large group of DCOs in the
field, and the CCES anti-doping team. Ideas, news, and
questions are exchanged between the CCES and DCOs via
this consultative body, which represents the collective views
of DCOs. The DCOAC becomes operational in April 2006
and is composed of eight members representing various
regions of the country.

Substance Inquiries

Members of the sport community frequently consult the
CCES for the final word on whether particular products and
medications are prohibited in sport by the current WADA
Prohibited List. This year, CCES staff received 1,307
substance inquiries via email or the toll-free Info-line.

In November the CCES and its partner, UK Sport, announced
the launch of a new online substance inquiry service, the
global Drug Information Database (DID). The service
provides Canadian and UK athletes with 24/7 instant
information on which drugs, medications, and other
substances are prohibited in sport by the WADA Prohibited
List. See the sidebar on page 15 for more detail.

The CCES published the 2006 edition of its Substance
Classification Booklet, a resource which lists Canadian-
marketed medications according to their status on the
WADA Prohibited List, exclusively on the CCES website,. In
addition, the Substance Quick Reference Card, a wallet card
which lists Canadian medications for common ailments that
are not prohibited in sport, was distributed to 35,000
athletes across the country.

Therapeutic Use Exemptions

An athlete can apply for a Therapeutic Use Exemption
(TUE) to request permission to use a prohibited substance
for a medically justified reason. During the year, the CCES
processed 1,890 abbreviated TUEs, a fast-tracked process
for commonly prescribed prohibited substances such as
glucocorticosteroids and asthma inhalers. As well, 115
standard TUE applications were received for substances
such as prednisone and insulin; 58 were approved, 49
are pending, and 8 were denied. The Therapeutic Use
Exemption Committee, chaired by Dr. Andrew Pipe, was
convened for each standard TUE application to review

the merits of the case.

The Heart

Athlete Outreach at the
Canada Games in Regina

CCES managed doping control at the
FINA Aquatics World Championships
in Montreal
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Education

In its educational efforts the CCES works closely with many stakeholders, such as
national and provincial sport and multi-sport organizations, national training
centres, the Canada Games Council, Canadian Interuniversity Sport (CIS) and the
Canadian Colleges Athletic Association (CCAA), junior football, and Quebec junior
and midget AAA hockey.

To ensure these geographically dispersed audiences get the information they
need, CCES supplemented its 60 in-person seminars by providing six customized
education CDs to team delegates and sport organizations. The CDs empower
coaches, trainers, athletic support personnel, and administrators to become expert
resources for their teams.

Education is also an important aspect of the CCES Pre-Games Policy. Athletes
going to the Francophonie Games in Niger, the Olympic and Paralympics Games
in Italy, and the Commonwealth Games in Australia were invited to participate in
an e-learning pilot project. The project was endorsed by Canadian sport icons
Catriona Le May Doan and Chantal Petitclerc. The 55-minute online presentation
received good reviews from athletes, and feedback has been incorporated into the
development of a wider-reaching tool that will be launched in November 2006.

At the Summer Canada Games in Regina, the CCES organized its first Athlete
Outreach Program, communicating CCES’ ethical sport messages to about 1,800
participants. Developing athletes and their support personnel tested their
knowledge of anti-doping with the majority of the participants able to answer
80% of the WADA quiz questions. This high score demonstrates Canadian
athletes at this level have a very good knowledge of their rights and
responsibilities.

Cannabis Education Campaign

In January 2004, cannabis was added to the Prohibited List, resulting in an
increased number of athletes failing drug tests. Through funding from Canada’s
Drug Strategy Community Initiatives Fund, the CCES launched a project to
determine its options for delivering clear, health-promoting messages to Canadian
athletes concerning cannabis. A toolkit of cannabis information resources that can
be used across a range of sports and in a variety of settings is envisioned as the
end product.

Several stakeholders are part of the advisory group: Canada Games, CCAA, CIS,
Football Canada, RCMP, CAHPERD, and the Esteem Team. In March 2006, focus
groups with young athletes were held across the country .

Advisory Notes

The CCES provided vital information to the sport community by issuing 11
advisory notes over the course of the year. The CCES covered various important
topics including outlining the specifics of doping control rules at international
events (Olympics/Paralympics and the Commonwealth Games), confirming its
position towards nutritional supplements, communicating updates on the
Canadian Anti-Doping Program and the 2006 WADA Prohibited List, and
reiterating Health Canada warnings.
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Supplements

The CCES attended the WADA-
organized Supplements
Symposium in September 2005
in Leipzig, Germany, a follow-
up to last year’s International
Symposium on Supplements in
Sport which was jointly
organized by the CCES, WADA
and the Canadian Olympic
Committee.

Following the 2005
symposium, participants
agreed that there was a serious
and pressing need to address
the issues of inadvertent
doping offences, as well as the
potential risks posed to the
health of athletes who choose
to take dietary supplements.

CCES has been working with
NSF International, a non-profit,
U.S.-based standards
organization, to develop a
practical approach to the issue.
NSF has developed a program
where a Certified for Sport™
mark is added to the label of
nutrition products which have
undergone a rigorous testing
program to verify that they are
free of substances that are
prohibited in sport. CCES has
been working with NSF to
bring the program to Canada.

COMMUNITY SPORT LEADERSHIP

The CCES is an early leader in the True
Sport Movement, a growing national
movement that is focusing attention
on the importance of values-driven
sport in shaping positive human
character and building stronger
communities.

True Sport Foundation

In partnership with Commonwealth
Games Canada, the Canada Games
Council and Athletes CAN, the CCES is
a founding member of the True Sport
Foundation. This year, the True Sport
Foundation is managing a project
funded by the Ontario Trillium
Foundation which involves building
community awareness and mobilizing
community leaders to engage in True
Sport. Two Ontario regionally-based
community animation experts convene
meetings, conduct presentations and
encourage participation in the
Movement in communities throughout
the province.

Reasons to Believe Survey

The CCES collaborated with the True
Sport Foundation on a survey of
Canadians on True Sport values and
released the results in July 2005.
Entitled Reasons to Believe, the survey
tracked benchmark measures of key
indicators, including the perceived
importance of certain values being
reinforced in sport, and the
performance of the sport system in
actually doing so. This first of a series
of surveys found that Canadians
believe that sport has a positive
influence on youth (90%) and that it is
generally an effective vehicle for
reinforcing societal values. They do,
however, distinguish between the
ability of community-based sport
(90%) versus Olympic-level (76%)
versus professional sport (45%) to
have a positive impact on youth.

Canadian Sport Awards

The True Sport Foundation also hosted
the 33 annual Canadian Sport
Awards in a unique and relevant
location, Olympic Spirit Toronto. The
public open-house afforded guests the
opportunity to experience their
favorite Olympic event and to meet
many of their favourite national team
athletes. Alexandre Despatie was
named Male Athlete of the Year, with
Cindy Klassen receiving the Female
Athlete of the Year honour. The
Canadian Sport Awards are well
positioned to serve as a strong
accelerator of the True Sport
Movement in the years ahead.

True Sport Strategy

The CCES is an active supporter of the
True Sport Strategy, a national
initiative which represents the federal,
provincial and territorial governments’
joint policy to address fundamental
issues relating to ethical sport. The
CCES’ involvement in the strategy’s
development, as well as in its ongoing
stewardship through participation on
the Steering Committee (along with an
all-star list of Canadian sport
organizations), made it a good choice
to house the Strategy’s Secretariat.

Safe and Welcoming
Environments

A working group of early leaders and
experts have joined forces under the
guidance of the True Sport Secretariat
to collaborate on Safe and Welcoming
Environment initiatives and to provide
stewardship and capacity to help
foster a safe, welcoming and
rewarding experience to all sport
participants. This represents a
renaissance of the Harassment in Sport
Collective and a renewed focus in
sport on ensuring sport is safe.
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BodySense

BodySense is a sport community
programming tool dedicated to the
promotion of positive body image and
to the prevention of disordered eating.
The initiative is being managed by the
CCES under a granting program by the
Ontario Trillium Foundation. The
BodySense project came to life in
August 2005 with the recruitment of
an Outreach Coordinator. The
Outreach Coordinator provides
presentations free of charge to
athletes, parents and coaches in the
sports of diving, figure skating,
gymnastics, swimming, synchronized
swimming and volleyball in Ontario.
Presentations are also available to
educators and through a variety of
conferences. By the end of the fiscal
year, the Outreach Coordinator had
made 37 presentations, reaching 693
participants.

As the True Sport Movement continues
to grow, the recruitment of new
members will remain a high priority.

Community Involvement

In October 2005, CCES was involved in
the Canadian Parks and Recreation
Association’s (CPRA) annual
conference. An interactive forum
presented two living examples of True
Sport Communities, Huntsville, Ontario
and Edmonton, Alberta, and explored
the successes and challenges of
growing True Sport in a real
community. In conjunction with the
CPRA conference, a full-day pre-
conference workshop entitled True
Sport in Our Community delved
further into the notion of True Sport
and examined some issues of
particular importance to safe and
welcoming sport environments.
Practical examples demonstrated how
the True Sport Movement can help to
make sport and recreation better for
all Canadians. A similar workshop was
conducted in February with Manitoba
recreation and sport professionals in
Winnipeg.

The CCES is aware of the valuable
message that the True Sport
Movement can provide to athletes
across the country, and has therefore
enlisted the involvement of CCES
Doping Control Officers in carrying the
message forward.



Bell Canada Sponsorship

Bell Canada has been an energetic
sponsor of True Sport for two years,
and funds several important initiatives
through the True Sport Foundation.

The Bell Community Sport Fund was
officially launched in January 2005
and received a favorable response
from not-for-profit community sport
and recreation associations. In its first
year, approximately 1,430 applications
were received and 152 grants totaling
$1 million were distributed. In January
2006, Bell Canada and True Sport
announced year two of the Bell
Community Sport Fund at an event in
Vancouver. Similar to 2005, the 2006
Bell Fund will distribute $1 million in
152 grants (140 grants of $5,000 and
12 grants of $25,000) as per criteria
established by the True Sport
Foundation. As in the first year, the
grants are intended to enhance
participation at the community level in
British Columbia, Alberta, Ontario and
Quebec in the sports of hockey and
Soccer.

The Bell Volunteer Fund recognizes Bell
Canada employees who volunteer 50
hours or more with a community sport
association, thus making them eligible
to apply for a $500 grant to further
the objectives of the True Sport
Foundation with their community
association. The program operates on
a year-round basis and has greatly
exceeded expectations for its early
operation. Bell renewed its
commitment to the program for a
third straight year: the True Sport
Foundation will distribute $500,000 in
2006.

Three True Sport Communities were
chosen in 2005: Kugluktuk, Nunavut,
Markham, Ontario, and Pickering,
Ontario. Each applicant demonstrated

how the True Sport values of inclusion, fairness, excellence and fun are
experienced in the community, and was awarded a Bell True Sport Community
Award and a $10,000 grant to help build on this success.

The Bell True Sport Community Award tripled in number of nominees over the
previous year, from 14 to 41 in 2006. The increase can be attributed to the e-
marketing campaign that Bell and True Sport developed in support of this year’s
award, as well as the refinement of the definition of a True Sport Community. Bell
and True Sport agreed to continue to offer a $10,000 True Sport development
grant to each of the three 2006 recipients.

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INTERNATIONAL LEADERSHIP

International Convention
Against Doping in Sport

The CCES supported the important
role played by the Government of
Canada in negotiating the text of the
new International Convention Against
Doping in Sport, the first universal and
legally binding agreement that targets
the eradication of doping in sport. The
convention was passed by the
UNESCO General Conference in a
resolution on October 19, 2005.
Governments committed themselves to
this process in March 2003 when they
accepted the World Anti-Doping Code;
the adoption fulfills Article 22 of the
Code. Canada accepted the
Convention on November 29, 2005,
solidifying the country's role as a
leading sport nation and reaffirming
its contribution to the international
anti-doping movement.

Independent Observer Program
The World Anti-Doping Agency
(WADA) Independent Observer (10)
program enhances public confidence
in doping control at international
competitions by providing unbiased
reporting on all components of the
doping control and results
management processes. The CCES
participated in the IO mission sent to
the 2006 Paralympic Games in Turin.

The CCES was also part of the observer
program team at the Turin Olympics,
an initiative of the Vancouver
Organizing Committee for the 2010
Olympic and Paralympic Winter Games
(VANOCQ).

WADA Working Groups

WADA maintains a number of
international working groups to advise
on various doping control issues. This
year the CCES sat on an ad hoc
working group that made
recommendations on minimizing costs
and administrative burdens resulting
from changes to the Code, the
International Standards, and especially
the Prohibited List. This initiative was
originally proposed by the Government
of Canada.

The CCES was also asked to join the
working group on legal issues which
was reconstituted at the beginning of
2006. Ten lawyers from various
international sport organizations
provide WADA with an independent
source of advice on issues such as
Prohibited List changes and important
cases before the Court of Arbitration
for Sport. WADA also solicited CCES
input on its new Code Compliance
Assessment Survey.

ADAMS Implementation

and Development

In October 2005, the CCES began
using a new information management
tool, Anti-Doping Administration and
Management System (ADAMS), to
manage anti-doping program data,
becoming the first national anti-
doping organization (NADO) to
implement the system. Developed by
WADA and provided at no cost to all
organizations which have signed on to
the Code, ADAMS shows great
potential as a tool to realize the
Code’s goal of harmonizing effective
anti-doping programs internationally.
The CCES was consulted on the
specifications for the new software
and continues to participate in a user
group which guides the future
development of the web-based
system.



International Anti-Doping
Arrangement

The CCES continues to be an active
member within the International Anti-
Doping Arrangement (IADA). The ten
member countries met in March 2006
to recommit to the IADA for at least
another four years. For the first time in
several years Canada was represented
by both the CCES and the Government
of Canada. Members have increased
intergovernmental cooperation,
especially for contributions to the
governance of WADA, and continue to
provide expert assistance to WADA
through member NADOs. The next
meeting will be held in November
2006, when a revised version of the
IADA will be approved.

Doping Control Officer Training
In December 2005, Niger hosted the
fifth Jeux de la Francophonie
(Francophonie Games). Working in
partnership with the Government of
Canada and the Francophonie Games
National Organizing Committee, the
CCES traveled to Niamey, Niger to train
ten local physicians to act as Doping
Control Officers (DCOs) and 25 other
local volunteers to act as chaperones.
The CCES remained in Niger for the
duration of the Games to support the
organizing committee as they
managed doping control.

The CCES, in partnership with WADA,
traveled to Grenada in February 2006
to host a DCO training workshop for
the Caribbean regional anti-doping
organization (RADO). A total of 25
new DCOs from the 14 member
territories were trained. The Caribbean
RADO officially opened on April 1,
2006 in Barbados.

In November the CCES and its
partner, UK Sport, announced
the launch of a new online
substance inquiry service, the
global Drug Information
Database (DID). The service
provides Canadian and UK
athletes with 24/7 instant
information on which drugs,
medications, and other
substances are prohibited in
sport by the WADA Prohibited
List. The CCES helped the
popular British service go global,
paving the way for other nations
to offer the same service to their
sport communities.

Visitors can search the DID
(www.didglobal.com) for sport-
specific information on products
sold in Canada and the UK. The
site also contains information
about the classes of prohibited
substances, details on applying
for therapeutic use exemptions,
and traveling tips for athletes
who train and compete abroad.

The Association of National Anti-
Doping Organizations (ANADO)
continues to evolve as the
organization best suited to build
worldwide capacity for the delivery of
anti-doping services. From its
inaugural meeting in April 2003 when
membership numbered 17 NADOs, to
the present membership of 46 NADOs
and seven observers representing all
five Olympic regions, ANADO is fast
becoming the international hub of
technical expertise, advice and services
on a wide range of doping issues.

The CCES is an active member of
ANADO with its CEO, Paul Melia,
serving his second term as President
and Joseph de Pencier, CCES’ Director
of Ethics and Anti-Doping Services,
providing legal counsel.

A second stream focused on
developing a Model for New NADOs, a
key component of WADA's RADO
efforts in the Caribbean region.

Notes to Financial Statements

1.

PURPOSE OF THE ORGANIZATION

The Centre is the recognized Canadian authority on values-based and doping-free sport. On behalf of the Canadian sport community,
the organization provides strong and effective leadership on the True Sport Movement and the Canadian Anti Doping Program. The
Centre delivers programs and services domestically and internationally providing advice, education, technical support and solutions to
further values-based and doping-free sport in Canada.

The Centre was incorporated without share capital by way of Letters Patent on April 29, 1991. The Centre is exempt from income tax as
a not-for-profit organization under the Income Tax Act.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

(@) Basis of Accounting
Revenue and expenditure are recognized on the accrual basis of accounting, whereby they are reflected in the accounts in the
period in which they have been earned and incurred respectively, whether or not such transactions have been finally settled by the
receipt or payment of money.

(b) Canadian Heritage (Sport Canada) Contributions
Contributions received from Canadian Heritage (Sport Canada) are subject to specific terms and conditions regarding the
expenditure of the funds. The Centre's accounting records are subject to audit by Canadian Heritage (Sport Canada) to identify
instances, if any, in which amounts charged against contributions have not complied with the agreed terms and conditions and
which therefore would be refundable to Canadian Heritage (Sport Canada). Adjustments to prior years' contributions are recorded
in the year in which Sport Canada requests the adjustment.

(c) Capital Assets and Amortization
Capital assets are stated at cost, net of accumulated amortization. Amortization is provided on the straight line basis as follows:
Office equipment 5 Years
Computer equipment 3 Years
Leasehold improvements 5 Years

(d) Foreign Currency Translation
Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies have been translated into Canadian dollars at the rate of
exchange prevailing at year end. Revenue and expenditure items are translated at the rate of exchange prevailing at the time of
each transaction.

(e) CCES Partnership Projects Investments
(i) The Centre's investment in International Testing Inc. (I.T.I1.), a wholly-owned subsidiary, is accounted for by the cost method,
whereby the investment is carried at cost and earnings of the investee are reflected as earnings of the Centre only to the extent of a
distribution being made. The wholly-owned subsidiary has not been consolidated given that it is not material to the Centre. Note 7
describes the financial impact of I.T.I. had the financial statements been consolidated.
(i) The Centre's previous investment in Anti-Doping International, a joint venture, was accounted for by the equity method,
whereby the investment is initially recorded at cost, and the carrying value is adjusted thereafter to include the Centre's pro rata
share of the joint venture's earnings for the period ending within the Centre's fiscal year. The amount of the adjustment is included
in the determination of the Centre's net revenue for the year.

()  Use of Estimates
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Canadian generally accepted accounting principles requires
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets, liabilities, revenue and expenditures
and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

The Centre's financial instruments consist of cash in bank, short-term investments, accounts receivable and accounts payable and
accrued liabilities. It is management's opinion that the Centre is not exposed to significant interest rate risk or exchange risk arising from
these financial instruments. The carrying amounts reported on the statement of financial position for these financial instruments
approximate fair values due to their immediate or short term maturities.

Credit Risk

Credit risk arises from the potential that contributors and clients will fail to honour their commitments and obligations. The Centre is
exposed to credit risk through accounts receivable. It is management's opinion that the Centre is not exposed to significant credit risk.

RESTRICTED FUNDS

The Canadian Centre for Ethics in Sport administers funds on behalf of the International Anti-Doping Arrangement (IADA) and the
Association of National Anti-Doping Organizations - Anti-Doping Service (ANADO-ADS).

Cash in bank of $10,558 (2005 - $14,290) is restricted for activities related to IADA. Deferred revenue includes $12,905 (2005 -
$14,645) related to IADA.

Cash in bank of $1,225 (2005 - Nil) is restricted for activities related to ANADO-ADS. Deferred revenue includes $1,265 (2005 - Nil)
related to ANADO-ADS.

Had the financial statements of International Testing Inc. been consolidated, total expenditure would have increased and net revenue
(expenditure) for the year would have decreased by $1,944. The total assets and surplus would have both increased by $7,583.

8. CONTINGENCY RESERVE FUND
On March 25, 1997, the Canadian Centre for Ethics in Sport Board of Directors approved the creation of a Contingency Reserve Fund in
the amount of $250,000 to provide a source of funds and/or financial relief for unanticipated interruptions in the Centre's revenue. The
Board of Directors had approved an appropriation of $50,000 from the Contingency Reserve Fund to the Surplus (Deficit) to cover a
portion of the deficit as at March 31, 2000. During the fiscal period ended March 31, 2001, the Board of Directors approved an
appropriation from the Surplus to the Contingency Reserve Fund of $50,000 to replenish the fund to its original amount of $250,000.
An additional appropriation of $50,000 was approved during each fiscal period ended in 2001 and 2002 to increase the Contingency
Reserve Fund to $350,000 as at March 31, 2002. No appropriation was approved during the fiscal periods ended in 2003, 2004, 2005
nor 2006.

9. ETHICS IN SPORT RESERVE FUND

On March 26, 2002, the Canadian Centre for Ethics in Sport Board of Directors approved the creation of an Ethics Strategy Reserve Fund
in the amount of $250,000 to provide a source of funds for projects undertaken related to the development of ethics strategy at the
discretion of the Board of Directors. In 2004, the Board approved the name change of the Ethics Strategy Reserve Fund to Ethics in
Sport Reserve Fund. During 2004, the Board of Directors approved an appropriation of $400,000 from surplus to the Ethics in Sport
Reserve Fund as a result of the distribution of venturers' equity in Anti-Doping International. The Board also authorized an appropriation
of up to $100,000 from the Ethics in Sport Reserve Fund to the surplus to cover the operating deficit. The actual appropriation was
$33,000. In 2005, the Board authorized an appropriation of up to $100,000 from the Ethics in Sport Reserve Fund to the surplus to
cover the operating deficit. The actual appropriation was $20,000. No appropriation was required during the fiscal period of 2006.

10. RELATED PARTY TRANSACTIONS
Two members of management of the Centre are directors of the True Sport Foundation (formerly Spirit of Sport Foundation), a
registered charitable organization. The Centre has provided administrative support at a cost of $185,000 (2005 - $25,030) to the
Foundation. Accounts receivable includes an amount owing from the True Sport Foundation of $2,328 (2005 - $25,671). Accounts
payable includes an amount owing to the True Sport Foundation of $16,984 (2005 - $5,465).

Corporate sponsorships include $15,000 (2005 - Nil) paid to the True Sport Foundation.
International Testing Inc. (I.T.I.) is a related party by virtue of it being a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Centre.
11. COMMITMENTS

(a) The Centre has entered into a contractual agreement with the INRS Laboratory for its services for a total fee of $1,069,000 ending
March 31, 2007.

(b) The Centre has leased premises at an annual base rent of $94,878 to March 31, 2007 plus operating costs and related taxes of
approximately $123,000 per year.
The Centre has sub-leased a portion of the space, not being occupied, to a third party at an annual base rent of $23,046 to 2007
plus operating costs and related taxes of approximately $31,000 per year.

12. STATEMENT OF CASH FLOWS
This statement has not been prepared as all of the relevant information is apparent from the other financial statements.
